Printed Piece: Entries are examples of 

1, 2, 3, or 4 color printed pieces of any 

size or print method.  Entries will be 

judged on registration, ink coverage, 

ink density and defect control. 

Tri Fold Brochure:  Entries are exam-

ples of a standard tri-fold, printed 1, 2, 

3, or 4 colors, any method.  They will 

be judged on composition, registration, 

ink coverage, ink density, and defect 

control. 

Web Design: Entries will be an exam-

ple of a website centering on the theme 

of PROMOTE YOUR SCHOOL.  

They will be judged on criteria as out-

lined on www.jamesrumsey.net 
 

Graphic Design 

Entries in the following two contests 

will be judged on a variety of elements: 

graphics and typography, artful compo-

sition of layout, presentation, and over-

all appeal. 

Page Layout:  for example - posters, 

magazine or newspaper spreads or ads,  

brochures. 

Ad Design:   for example - self-

promotion packages (letterhead, busi-

ness card, envelope), logo develop-

ment, packaging and labels,  CD/DVD  

and book jackets 

Cartoon Character:    Character can 

be either life based or object based and 

must use basic colors for accurate color 

match if printed.  Files must be saved 

in a web savvy format. Entries will be 

judged on clarity of concept, simplifi-

cation of character, and scalability.

Visual Media 
Short Video: Limited to a maximum 

length of five minutes, these entries 

will be judged on composition, continu-

ity, camera angles, audio quality, and 

editing. 
Black and White Photo:   Entries are 

examples of B/W photos of any sub-

ject. They will be judged on composi-

tion, arrangement, focus, sharpness, 

lighting and creativity. 

Color Photo:   Entries are examples of 

color photos of any subject.  They will 

be judged on composition, arrange-

ment, focus, sharpness, lighting and 

creativity. 

Enhanced Photo: Entries are digital 

photos enhanced in PhotoShop or 

equivalent photo editing software. The 

photo may be of any subject. The work 

will be judged on creativity, composi-

tion and overall impact. 

2/Dimensional Fine Art Piece Entries 

are examples of fine artwork using any 

single medium or mixed-media. The 

artwork may be of any subject. The 

work will be judged on creativity, com-

position and overall impact.

(Excluding web design, and short video 

contests). 

The student will be responsible for 

100% of the work. 

Two samples are necessary for entry. 

Winning entries will be displayed at 

the awards reception held May 3, at 6:30 

p.m. at the Holiday Inn Martinsburg. 

The contest is open to all high school 

or home schooled sophomores, juniors 

and seniors from the Berkeley, Jefferson 

and Morgan Counties. 

One entry per contest per student. 

Judges will be professionals from cor-

responding disciplines. 

Teachers will be advised if they have 

winning entries. 

Decisions of the judges are final 

Additional applications, information 

and complete contest rules at:
